Labelling

All formal uniform should be labelled on the 
inside, with either iron-on or 8mm woven 
name tapes. All sports and art items also 
need to be clearly labelled inside (not on the 
outside) with either iron-on or 8mm woven 
name tapes.  Please note the recommended 
format for Reception to Year 2 is first and 
second name e.g. Jack Smith. When requesting 
embroidery, please use initials only on the 
outside of bags, for safeguarding purposes.

House t-shirts can be 
purchased from AlleyCatz for delivery to 
the School.

Seasonal Uniform

Summer uniform is to be worn from 
September through to the half term break 
in the Autumn Term.

Summer uniform is encouraged from 
the start of the Summer Term, but this is 
very much weather dependent. Summer 
uniform is compulsory from after the half 
term break in the Summer Term.
